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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed to find out the popularity base of
candidates and to use the result in election cnlpaign on
Septeaber 13, 1992 of general election. Data collection in the
field area were conducted 2 times, i.e., early campaign period
during 22-23 August 1932 for 1,099 samples, and late campaign
period on 4 September 1992 for 720 samples. Data analysis was to
see the relationship of variables according to objectives of the

study by using percentage.



The result of the swrvey omn popularity base during early campaign
period was found that

97 percent of respondents told that they will go for vote but not

make decision yet 707 cases (88.8 percent. . 352 cases who

already made up their mind (33.2 percent) replied that they will

vote for Mr.Prateep Kretavej. 30.2 percemt will vote for Maj.

General Vutti Sukosol. Acting fitst-Licutanant Pairoj Suwanchavee,
and Mr.Krisadang Thawsopa got 22.8 and 19.7 percent respectively.

Whereas the scores of Mr.Sakwl Sriprom and Mr.Thongdee Pringklang

ranked 5 and 6 or 8.2 and 6.7 percent.

Criteria of choice 16.9 percent considered candidates from
what politieal party they belong to. 27.4 percent considered
candidates f{from who they are. ¥hereas 25.5 considered both

political party and background of the candidates.

Qualifications of party and candidate 43.9 perceat responded
that they vote for policy of loeal development.. Whereas 34.4
percent said due to leader of political party is suitable to be
the Prime MNinister. Qualifications of politicians 51.9
percent wanted politicians to help and be with the people in the

area. 23.7 percent wanted politicians to be honest and sincere.

Favorite political party 47 percent liked Chat Patiana Party.
16.9 percent were favored Palang Dhamma Party. 12.5 percent
liked Democrat Party. The reasons were that they preferred

leader of that political party 41.4 percent. Leader of political



party was syitable to be the Prime Minister 17.5 percent.

Non-favorite political party 74.1 percent of respondents did
not answer this guestion. Within 25.9 percent responded that
they did not like Palang Dhamma Party 27.2 percent, Thai Citizen
Party 17.3 percent, Chat Thai Party 168.9 perceant, Chat Pattana
Party 13.0 percent, and Democrat Party 4.2 percent. The reasons
were, not like leader of the party and candidates 49.2 percent,

and never do anything benefit to the community 13.3 percent.

Who should be the Prime HNinister 83.8 percent thought that
General Chatchai Chunhawvanr was suitable. 19.8 percent saw

Maj.General Chamlong Srimuang was suitable, whereas 10.7 percent

thought Mr.Chuan Leekpai was suitable.

Guided approach for campaigs movemeat From the distribution
of popularity base at Tasbol 1level to B8 security levels in
accordance with &the concept of 3 strategic areas was found that
every Tambol was belonged to strategic area-they, i.e., strategic
area-they level 8, 45 Tambol, level 7, 4 Tambol, level 8, 2
Tambol. According to this fact, when we cannot move in the
strategic area-we, it need to adjust the campaign towards us or
every sector that has positive atiitude towards us. ¥e need to
start from Sukhaphibal area, wmiddle c¢lass group whe has high
education 1level and has secure occupation. From the survey, it
was found that this group preferred Palang Dhamma Party and its

leader +o be the Prime Minister more than the group in the rural



area whose occupation based on agriculture and finished primary
education. The campaige need to focus oa target grouwp in evVery

area where there is our people.

The result of the survey on popularity base during late campaign

period was found that

98.2 percent of respondents told that they uiil go for vote.
From 1,424 scores, responded that they will vote for Acting first
~-Lictyanant Pairoj Suwanchawee, Maj. General Vutti Sukosol and
Mr.Prateep Kretavej will get 28.2, 23.9, 21.1 percent respectively.
The scores ranked 4 and 5 was for Mr.Thongdee Pringklang, and

Mr.Krisadang Thawsopa 10.7 and 10.4 percent. Rank 6 was Mr.Sakul

Sriprom 7.7 percent.

Criteria of choiee 58.2 percent considered only political

party. 24.8 percent considered only candidate. 15.2 considered

both.

Favorite party 60.7percent Jliked Chat Pattana Party. 26.1
percenrt  preferred Paland Dhamma Party. 13.1 percent liked
Democrat Party. The reasons were, preferred leader of that
political party 57.9 percent, and due to policy which enphasized

locality 23 percent.

Non-favorite party 76.5 percent no response, 23.6 percent

ansvered. Within this response, 49.7 percent not like Palang



Dhamma Party, 29.0 percent Chat Pattana Party, 21.3 percent Chat
Thai Party. The reasons were, never do anything benefit to the
comaunity 47.9 percent, leader of the party brought people to
death 32 percent, and support General Suchinda Krapravoon to be

the Prime Minister until it led to May Bloodshed 20.1 percent.

Want vwvhom to be the Prime HNinister 63.4 percent thought
General Chatchai Chunhawan was suitable. 23.4 percent thought
Maj.General Chamlong Srimuang, whereas 13.2 peercent saw

Mr.Chuan Leekpai.

Guided approach for campaign movemert From the distribution
of popularity base in Tambol level to B8 security levels in
accordance with the concept of 3 strategic areas was found that
every Tambol wvas belonged to strategic area-they, i.e., level 8,
51 Tambol, level 7, 1 Tambol, level 6, 1 Tambol. During the last
wveeh of the election campaign, it was significant to get support
from the newtral as much as possible, and destroy the support of
the opposite side to be as less as possible, by coordinating
with the watchdog committee which was campaigning on the general

elect.ion to be fair.
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
